Dear Members,

2009 was a busy year at the Door of Hope office.
We were focused on raising funds and awareness
for our current Community Development Project
called ‘Rebuild Southern Sudan’

This project will provide the ability for communities in Southern Sudan to build schools,
clinics, houses etc...as needed. We will provide each of the four communities with a
portable diesel driven brick-making machine, neccessary tools, equipment and spare parts
alongside training to use the machine and to build with these bricks.

To raise awareness & funds we visited Churches and Schools to promote this project. We
also created various promotional material which was emailed and posted to our
supporters and local businesses .

In May 2009, we were pleased to be advised that we were approved for OAGDS (Overseas
Aid Gift Deduction Scheme) through AusAID which entitles all donations to Door of Hope's
Public Fund to be fully tax deductible.

Many thanks to David Harry who accompanied us to Southern Sudan in March and
PrWang Wang who accompanied us in August and October to help us organise
pre-production and filming of our documentary.
